                                                                Continuation of Mick’s November & December voyage across  Atlantic Ocean.        

November 22, 2009 
0800:  Rough night.  Not easy to sleep.  148 miles the last 24 hrs. Incredible.  I am off watch now catching up on my log.  
Pretty much facts & to the point, not much humor today for some reason. 
           Heading West finally.  This additional 1500 miles south, tacked on to the trip or crossing, I pretty much knew it was 
going to add a lot.  It DID!  We are just now after 12 days, turning for the good ole US of A. 2100 miles to go…  Could be why 
my sense of humor has slowed.  We are in the tropics now & it is so wet with humidity you can’t f’ing believe it.  Everything 
feels gummy & sticky.  Good winds tho’. 
1000:  Caught up on the log, now I shall go up and chat with Tom who is on watch at this moment.  Scooby (Lisa), I’m 
coming home! 
1200:  Heading 270 degrees.  Comfortable sailing.  May need to reef to the second slot due to predicted winds of 25+ knots 
tonight & tomorrow. 
1400:  Reefed the main & it looks good.  Winds are picking up & we should turn back South soon.  Hopefully at 200-210 
degrees. 
1800:  Todd fixed beef stew tonight.  Very good to eat some red meat.  Spoke with Scooby today, it was good to hear her 
voice.  I know she is still having great difficulty coping.  I shall not do something like this to her again.  I can sense her pain 
even on the sat. phone.  I am so sorry to put her through this. 
1900:  Jibed to 214 degrees.  Great heading, needs to get another 200-250 miles South before turning to 270 (degrees) for 
home.  Still have another 2000 miles to go or so… 
 
November 23, 2009 
0800:  Off watch. Wind is still building and so are the waves.  Pretty rough & it’s expected to get worse. 
1100:  Tom lost her, she’s headed up and won’t come back.  Needed to shorten sail again.  Reefed jib a bit but not before 
wrapping the furler ass backwards.  What a f’ing mess.  Took all 3 of us to get back on course.  Heading 228 (degrees) now . 
Outstanding! 
1500:  Approximately 60 miles to latitude 20 degrees North.  Should be able to turn to 270 W heading tomorrow in the a.m.  
I plotted Antigua waypoint into my GPS a few months ago.  2035 miles, the end is in sight.  1412 miles behind us.  Another 
5-600 after Antigua.  Pretty wild right now. 
 
November 24, 2009 
0400:  On Watch:  Weather much better, we are in the 20(degrees) N latitude now.  Should turn to 270 around 8 or 9 a.m. 
0800:  Uneventful watch. Toms up; we’re going to jibe & see where we are. 
0900:  Jibed to 270 & are wing on wing, heading for home at 8-10 knots. Hope it stays for a few days.  Made 158 miles 
yesterday.  Good mileage day.  Surfing a 70,000 lb boat off waves at 10-12 knots, unbelievable experience.  Entire boat 
shakes. 
1130:  Left Gibralter, November 10th @ 1500 hrs. Turned for home 20N 27W at 0900 November 24th.  Good time.  Also 
stopped in La Palma for 36hrs. We are screaming! 
 
November 25, 2009 
Still wing on wing starboard 6-10 knots.  Straight line, heading, covering serious ground.  
 
November 26, 2009 (Thanksgiving) 
0800:  Happy Thanksgiving.  Pretty much out of meat provisions.  Becoming rice, pasta, jerky, cup of noodles etc.  Losing 
weight now & getting my suntan back again.  Boat working nicely. Very comfy.  Not much of a view though, everything 
seems the same as yesterday, hmm. So far pretty much a milk run, nothing too much yet.
