Delta Ditch Run (June 12) report from the deck of WaterWings 
 

 For those of you not familiar with the DDR, it is a 67 mile race from the 
Richmond YC to the Stockton SC up the San Joaquin River shipping channel.  The 
race is scheduled such that a high tide will basically reverse the river flow and will 
also give more clearance over the bottom.  The normal situation is that the cold 
bay area weather will be sucked up by the hot valley and this will create a 15 to 25 
mph wind from the WEST.  In other words this race is normally a downwind 
spinnaker run with one or two areas where the jib goes up and the spi comes 
down. 
 I have done eight previous DDR races on my F-31RS WaterWings.  So, I 
generally know what to expect.  However, this year the weather was beautiful on 
the Bay, so there was only a mild differential between the Bay and the inland. As a 
result, there was a strong (probably 18 to 25 mph) NORTH wind at the start of the 
race, making this a whole different DDR.  About the time the first class started (we 
started 35 minutes later) we put up our jib to see if we could carry it with a full 
main. That seemed to be OK, so we did not reef and that worked just fine.  The 
San Pablo Bay waves really kicked up and as a result we banged into a lot of rogue 
waves and had a lot of water pitched over the boat.  Fortunately the water 
smoothed out as we entered the river at the Vallejo Bridge.  We never put the 
spinnaker up until we got about twelve miles from the end of the race.  So, from 
the beginning, this race was a full beat or close reach most of the way.   
 We had eight boats in our class- three F-27s, my F-31, and four cruising 
multi-hulls.    Of those boats, only my F-31, two F-27s and one cruising multihull 
finished the race.  These conditions were not favorable for the cruising multi-hulls 
which go downwind well, but are notoriously poor performers with regard to 
beating upwind.  We finished the race in 7 ½ hours at about 6:00 pm.  The cruising 
multihull finished in 15 hours at 1:30 in the morning.  For some reason, we caught 
up with most of the Formula 18 beach cats (who had started five minutes before 
us) just before the Vallejo bridge and sailed with a group of four of them most of 
the way.   They must have had a very tiring day, as many of them capsized at one 
time or another.  Somebody did an outstanding job of sailing a Hobie 16.  That 
boat was just ahead of us or just behind us most of the day and I believe he was

behind Hobie 16s.  
 We not only finished scratch first in our little class, but we were able 
to make our handicap and also corrected out to first in our class.  So, it was a fun 
day and as usual we were tired at the end of the race.  There were 180 boats this 
year.  This included 16 Express 27s, 28 Moore 24s, 22 beach cats and a bunch of 
other boats.  Since we start last, it is always fun to pass 150 mono-hulls
